The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (TCEQ) has notified the CITY OF ARP TX2120001 that the drinking water being supplied to customers had exceeded the Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL) for asbestos. The US Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA) has established the MCL	[image: ]for asbestos to be 7 MCL based on running annual average (RAA), and has determined that it is a health concern at levels above the MCL. Analysis of drinking water in your community for asbestos indicates a compliance value in quarter one 2026 of 61.000 MFL for ASB-03.
Some people who drink water containing asbestos in excess of the MCL over many years may have an increased risk of developing benign intestinal polyps.
[image: ]You do not need to use an alternative water supply. However, if you have health concerns, you may want to talk to your doctor to get more information about how this may affect you.
We are taking the following actions to address this issue: The City of Arp is in the construction phase of replacing all of the asbestos contained water lines and the expected completion date is December
2026. The city is working diligently in this process to bring the drinking water back into compliance. To further this compliance issue, the city will continue to work with TCEQ and make every effort to comply with the standards set by the US EPA.
